Kentico CMS – Upgrade from v2.2 to v2.3
This document contains instructions for upgrading version 2.2 to version 2.3. Please read these instructions carefully and follow them. If you encounter any problem, please contact us at support@kentico.com.
Step 1 – BACKUP
Please backup your project files and database. It’s also recommended that you do not make the modifications to the live system directly. Instead, we recommend making a copy of the CMS system, upgrading it and deploying it to the production environment – you will need to stop editing of the content in the meantime.
Step 2 – Install Kentico CMS 2.3
Download Kentico CMS 2.3 from http://www.kentico.com/downloads/kenticocms.exe and install it in a separate folder (do NOT overwrite your installation of version 2.2).

Please note: You do not need to install the web interface. Install only the basic setup so that you have new help files on your computer.
Step 3 – Database upgrade

Launch Microsoft SQL Server 2000 Query Analyzer or Microsoft SQL Server 2005 Management Studio and connect to the database to be upgraded. 
Open and run the file Update_2_2_to_2_3.sql (you will find it in the upgrade package, in the SQL subfolder).

If you receive any error, please send it to us (please copy and paste the error to the e-mail)!

Step 4 – Project upgrade

If you have the web project opened, please close Visual Studio 2005.

Copy the new files from the Files folder to the root of your web project so that you overwrite the existing files.

Please delete the CMS.CMSEcommerceProvider.dll assembly in the <web project>/bin folder.
Please note: If you previously modified some of the Kentico CMS project files (such as standard web parts or CMS Desk), you will need to compare the modified files to the new version and make appropriate changes. 

Please note: Don’t forget delete folder VirtualPathProvider in App_Code directory (if you haven’t made this change in previous update).

Verify that everything works. Should you encounter any problem, please contact us at support@kentico.com. 

Step 5 – Web.config upgrade

The new version contains many modifications to the web.config file. Thus, we recommend that you edit the web.config file included in the upgrade package and modify it with your values. The new web.config file contains two comments: 

<!-- HERE ADD YOURS CUSTOM APP SETTINGS KEY --> 
Please replace this comment with custom settings from your original web.config file.
And

<!-- HERE ADD YOUR CONNECTION STRING -->

Please replace this comment with connection string from yours original web.config file.
If you used any other custom settings in your web.config file, you may need to copy them to the new web.config file.

Replace your original web.config with this one.

Alternatively, you can compare changes between both web.config files and change differences in original web.config file.
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
