


Instructions for converting KenticoCMS project to ASP.NET 2.0

This document contains instructions for updating the Kentico CMS 1.9 project from ASP.NET 1.1 (Visual Studio 2003) to ASP.NET 2.0 (Visual Studio 2005). 

Note 1: You will need final versions (RTM) of Visual Studio 2005 or Visual Web Developer 2005!

Note 2: The upgrade is not really straightforward due to Microsoft’s poor support for upgrade process and many incompatibilities. The update is based on the Kentico CMS 1.9 version, for older versions some of the steps may be not acceptable, you can skip the steps that cannot be applied on your version. Should you need any help with upgrade, please feel free to contact us.

1. Backup all your project files.

2. Move the following folders (if present) to a temporary folder:
a. CMSDesk

b. SyncWebService
c. ControlsExamples

3. Run utility CleanUp2003 (you can find it in this upgrade package). Choose your web project and leave all options checked. Click Start Clean-Up. It will prepare you web project for an easier conversion to .NET 2.0/VS 2005.
4. Create a new folder CMSDesk under your web project and copy your Metadata folder from your temporary backup under the CMSDesk folder.

5. Delete the following files from the bin folder of your web project:

a. cmsdesk.*

b. ControlsExamples*.*

c. Kentico.CMS.SyncWebService.*
6. Open the web project in VS 2005 or Visual Web Developer 2005 and convert it using Visual Studio Conversion Wizard that opens automatically.
7. Copy the following files and directories from the WebInstaller \vs2005\blankvb (or \vs2005\blankcs) folder to your web project:

· Bin folder

· App_Code folder

· SyncWebService folder

· wse3policyCache.config
8. Copy the content of the WebInstaller \vs2005\cmsdesk_vb (or \vs2005\cmsdesk_cs) folders to your web project cmsdesk directory, do not overwrite you existing metadata files or apply the changes you have made to the new metadata files.

9. Copy the web.config file from the WebInstaller \vs2005\blankvb (or \vs2005\blankcs) folder to your project and edit the configuration settings to match your original settings.

10. Compile and run the project.

Note 3: You might need to remove the existing library reference to the Microsoft.Web.Services2.dll and remove the DLL from the bin folder and add the reference to the Microsoft.Web.Services3.dll. For C# version, you need to remove the ContentStaging.dll from the bin folder if present.
Note 4: You may also need to update the namespaces of some of the updated code from namespace WebProject to the namespace of your project.

Note 5: You may also need to fully qualify the TreeNode class name within your code by changing the declarations of TreeNode to Kentico.CMS.TreeEngine.TreeNode.
Note 6: In some cases, there would be additional methods in .NET 2.0 version, like Math.Ceiling(double) and Math.Ceiling(decimal), in those cases you need to explicitly specify the parameter type by changing the type of the parameter expression.

Note 7: If some of the pages raise a compilation error because of missing codebehind, you can simply remove the Inherits attribute of the page or recreate the page with code behind.
